Knowing that this date 
was coming my wife and I have prayed about the next step, Psalm 119:105 says, “Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, 
and a light unto my path.” The Hungarian Language. We are making progress in the language, except for speaking 
it. Reading and understanding is going well but getting the words out of our mouths correctly is a challenge that we 
need help with. For this reason, the Lord has lead us to attend a unique and advanced language school. Baptist 
Bible Translators Institute in Bowie TX, through its long history of proved results, provides 9 months of advanced 
training in linguists and translation. With this training, we will be better educated and equipped to tackle the difficult 
Hungarian language effectively. This time away from Hungary will advance our language faster than staying here 
and struggling through.
