The lesson was on how
to make marriage work when they are separated on deployment or TDY. At the first meeting I asked the couple helping us how much
time they had been apart during his Navy career. In 16 years of marriage they have been apart seven years due to his navy patrols. Several
of the couples will soon be separated
for the next four months as their ship
returns to patrol. Marriages in the
military face some challenges that
most of us would never understand.
The participation from every couple
yesterday was wonderful.
